This board meeting usually occurs approximately one to two weeks later.  A vote is taken at the board meeting to uphold, alter or not to abide by RGGC’s funding recommendations.  
Please include all supporting documentation with your application, i.e. photos, descriptions, links (be specific if linking to a large amount of data), videos, etc. 
Applicants will be notified of the funding decision with regard to their applications the day following the Board of Trustees meeting unless that day falls on a day when school is not in session in which case the date will shift accordingly. 
The Educational Foundation does not reimburse for programs or events already funded by the applicant(s) and/or a third party(ies). The Foundation does not retroactively fund programs or events which occur before or on the day of the Board of Trustees meeting.
